Wheels-up landing at Phuket, resulting in the airport being closed for several hours

Thai AirAsia flight FD1042 had been pushed back when the no.1 engine was hit by an airport truck at Don
Mueang. The aircraft was repaired & re-entered service on 20Sep25; no injuries

Crashed in Moo 2, Paklok, Thalang District, Phuket; 1 passenger injured, 1 instructor killed

Whilst landing on Runway 22 at Pangkor Island Airport, Malaysia the aircraft veered right of the centreline
and its right wing struck a small tree, causing structural damage. The aircraft then travelled along the
adjacent grassed area approximately 300 metres before re-entering the runway and taxiing to the apron via
Taxiway Alpha. The aircraft was operating a flight from Narathiwat to Pangkor Island via Ipoh; no injuries

Bangkok Airways flight PG805 was en route when a passenger’s mobile charger caught fire. The fire
caused damage to the floor. The fire was extinguished and the aircraft diverted to Bangkok; no injuries

Made an emergency landing at the Kham Pung School Football Stadium, Kham Pung Subdistrict, Pho
Chai District, Roi Et Province. The helicopter was en route to Ubon Ratchathani when heavy rain made
further flight impossible and forced it to make an emergency landing. The next day, after the weather
improved, the helicopter departed for its destination; no injuries

Crashed & dbf at Ban Nong Kok, Muang District, Prachuap Khiri Khan Province, en route from Surat
Thani to Kanchanaburi; caused by loss of control after tail rotor damaged by main rotor, possibly due to
maintenance failings; 3 killed, (Lt. Col. Prateung Chulert, pilot, Lt. Col. Songpol Boonchai, pilot, and Lt.
Col. Tinkrit Suwannoi, mechanic)

Paramotor crashed into the sea 40 minutes after take-off from Rajamangala University of Technology
Srivijaya, Nakhon Si Thammarat en route to Samui province to go to Samui; 1 killed

Whilst taxying at Koh Samui the pilot detected a failure of the brake system and, after moving forward out
of the parking area, crashed into a light pole in the parking lot and stopped in bushes in front of the parking
lot. The initial damage included the front of the left wing colliding with an electric pole and the front of
the plane colliding with the stop sign and the bushes around the airport; no injuries; presumably repaired
& departed Koh Samui 05Jun25

Crashed into sea 100m off Cha-am during sky-diving training (5 killed; Pol.Lt.Col. Panthep
Maneewachirankul (Pilot), Pol.Lt. Thanawat Mekprasertsuk (Engineer), Pol.Sgt.Maj. Prawat Phonhongsa
(Mechanic), Pol.L/Cpl. Jirawat Maksakha (Mechanic) & Pol.Col. Prathan Khiewkham (Pilot); 1 seriously
injured Pol.Capt. Chaturong Watthanapraisarn (Pilot)

Batik Air Malaysia flight OD53 was about 30 minutes from Don Mueang when a passenger's power back
battery began emitting smoke. The power bank was located in one of the overhead bins. Flight attendants
intervened and contained the situation; no injuries

Thai Airways International flight TG401 suffered cracks on the outermost layer of the left rear cockpit
windscreen. The flight was en route at FL390 at the time. A safe return was made to Suvarnabumi; no
injuries

Asiana Airlines flight OZ766 suffered what appears to be an engine surge immediately after commencing
the take-off roll on runway 36 at Chiang Mai. The take-off was aborted at low speed and the aircraft taxied
back to the terminal; no injuries

Sky Angkor Airlines flight ZA672 was cleared to land on runway 20R at Suvarnabhumi but landed on
runway 20L; no injuries

Belly-landed on runway 21L at Don Mueang

During take-off from Suvarnabhumi the main landing gear fairing was damaged after running into the
FOD detector; no injuries

The aircraft ran off the left side of runway 09 at Phuket during landing; no injuries
Note: CAAT report notes the accident as ‘fatal’

The aircraft ran off the right side of the runway 19 at Pai Airport during landing; fatalities

Thai International flight TG466 ran off the left side of runway 19L during landing at Suvarnabhumi. Seven
runway edge lights were damaged; no injuries

Whilst performing the fourth of a series of practice touch&go landings at Nakhon Ratchasima/Nong Teng,
the aircraft suffered a tail strike. The student pilot executed a go-around, but over-controlled and the aircraft
stalled. The left wing struck the ground, followed by the aircraft’s nose. The aircraft came to rest on a
grassy area approximately 582 meters from the threshold of Runway 24. The aircraft suffered substantial
damage; no injuries

Crashed & dbf in a mangrove forest near Wat Khao Din, Bang Pakong District, Chachoengsao Province
enroute Suvarnabhumi - Mai Si Island (9 killed; pilot Flt Lt Anucha Dechapirakchon, co-pilot Pornsak
Totab, flight attendants Napak Jirasiri & Siriyupa Arunatid, passengers Zhang Jingjing, Zhang Jing, Tang
Yu, Yin Jinfeng, Yin Hang

Destroyed when crashed into a house at Khok Kham, Samut Sakhon province following engine failure (1
killed, Pudis Supawattankul)

During approach to Phuket Airport, the aircraft reported a Serious Incident involving loss of separation
with another (non-Thai-registered) aircraft; no injuries

A pressurisation problem occurred at flight level 250, causing the pilot to use the oxygen mask and return
to Suvarnabhumi; no injuries. Re-entered service 29Jun24
Note: CAAT report incident as 23Jun24, but 8K804 (BKK-SIN) returned to BKK on 22Jun24

China Eastern Airlines flight MU9615 briefly veered off the right side of the runway during landing on
runway O1L at Suvarnabhumi, causing damage to runway edge lights. The aircraft sustained minor
damage. The aircraft was ferried to Kunming on 20Jun24; no injuries

Made an emergency landing at U-Tapao en route Dubai — Manila after experiencing landing gear
malfunction; landed safely and departed for Manila after approx.1 hour on the ground; 9 crew members,
no passengers, no injuries

After landing on flight PG962, the aircraft taxied to the parking bay, then moved forward to hit the airport
wall, sustaining structural damage to the nose cone and forward fuselage frames 1 to 3. Re-entered service
06J1y25

Made an emergency landing at Suvarnabhumi following severe turbulence over the Irrawaddy Basin in
Myanmar whilst operating SQ321 from London to Singapore; ferried to Singapore 26May24 (1 passenger
died, several dozen passengers and crew injured)

Thai AirAsia flight FD3188 was en route from Bangkok to Nakhon Si Thammarat when a passenger’s cell
phone power bank suffered a thermal runaway. Smoke was seen emanating from the overhead luggage bin
and contained the smoking battery using a fire extinguisher; no injuries

Passenger (Chinese Canadian Wong Sai Heung) suffered a panic attack and opened the main front exit
door (causing the evacuation slide to deploy) shortly before take-off on flight TG121 from Chiang Mai to
Suvarnabhumi; no injuries

Indonesia AirAsia flight QZ154 suffered a cabin pressurization issue while en route at FL360. The flight
made an emergency descent to FL100 and continued to Bangkok, where it landed safely; no injuries

Crashed after take-off in Sa Kaeo sub-district Mueang Sa Kaeo District Sa Kaeo Province; 1 killed (Phumet
Surakraikhunanon)

Crashed into a paddy field behind a car tyre repair shop, near Wat Huai Yai in tambon Huai Yai, Bang
Lamung district, Chonburi province 13Jan24; 1 killed, 1 injured, both foreigners

T'way Air flight TW 184 was taxing for departure when the pilot smelt smoke. The aircraft was taxied back
to the stand and a replacement aircraft was flown in to carry out the flight; no injuries

The aircraft ran off the left side of runway 32 during landing at Phitsanulok; no injuries

Sunclass Airlines flight DK2564 veered to the left side of runway 09 while landing at Phuket. The aircraft
ran over a runway edge light and two manholes, which were damaged. The aircraft sustained minor damage
as a result of a deep cut on its left main landing gear. The aircraft was ferried to Stockholm on 06Dec23;
no injuries

Suffered starboard engine fire following bird strike shortly after take-off from Don Mueang whilst
operating flight SL538 to Chiang Rai, then returned safely to Don Mueang

Nok Air flight DD578 was cruising at FL340 when the pilots requested an emergency descent to 10,000
feet and used the oxygen masks. The aircraft landed safely back at Don Mueang; no injuries

Turkish Airlines flight TK59 returned to land at Suvarnabhumi after experiencing cabin pressurization
issues. The flight had reached FL280 in the climb after take-off from Suvarnabhumi when an emergency
descent was initiated. The aircraft descended to FL100 and turned back for a safe landing 80 minutes after
take-off; no injuries

The aircraft ran off the right side of runway during landing at Phuket. The main wheel was damaged due
to collision with runway edge lights; no injuries

The aircraft touched down before runway 17 threshold at Samui.
Aircraft propeller strike during landing at Sukhothai; no injuries
Thai Air Asia flight FD369 made emergency landing at Hat Yai due to smoke in the cockpit; no injuries

Starboard wingtip damaged when collided with Eva Air A330 B-16340 when taxying at Tokyo/Haneda;
returned to Suvarnabhumi 11Jun23 & re-entered service 12Jun23

China Cargo Airlines flight CK280 ran off the right side of runway 02R during landing at Suvarnabhumi.
Two foreign object detectors (FOD) and 3 runway edge lights were damaged. The main landing gear, tyre
numbers 2 and 4 were substantially damaged and had to be replaced; no injuries

During landing on runway 16 at Hua Hin the aircraft touched down with the landing gear retracted, and
was substantially damaged; no injuries
Note: CATC report the accident on 23May23

The aircraft diverted to Suvarnabhumi due to the severe turbulence; 1 passenger seriously injured

Crashed on landing at Khampaeng Saen; 1 killed (Flt. Lt. Supakit Inthachai) & 1 injured (PIt. Off. Phurin
Chana)

Crashed in Wisit subdistrict ..Mueang Bueng Kan district, Bueng Kan Province; 1 killed

Whilst operating flight TR634 from Singapore the aircraft landed at Hat Yai on runway 26 at too high an
angle of attack resulting in a tail strike; no injuries. Ferried Hat Yai to Kuala Lumpur/KUL 20Apr23

Crashed into a shrimp pond in Khok Kham subdistrict, Mueang district, Samut Sakhon province shortly
after take-off from Best Ocean Airpark en route Chiang Mai; 1 killed (Prakit Sappipattana, President of
Friends Flying Club) & 1 injured (Miss Saeng Chanthima)

Crashed in Ubol Ratana district, Khon kaen Province; 1 killed (Pol. Col. Nattadej Namamamat,
Superintendent of Investigation at Provincial Police Region 4)

One pilot paramotor killed and one passenger injured after Crash landed on beachin Manao Wan
Subdistrict, Phatthana Nikhom District, Lopburi Province after engine failure; 1 killed & 1 injured

Suffered engine failure on descent into Phuket whilst operating flight WE207 from Bangkok; the landing
resulted in a tail strike; no injuries. Returned to Suvarnabhumi 04Mar23

Crashed in Bang Chang Subdistrict, Mueang Pathum Thani District, Pathum Thani District Province; 1
killed (Win Nyunt)

Whilst operating flight ZF3604, the aircraft suffered an engine surge during the take-off roll from Phuket
n runway 09; the crew aborted the take-off, the braking resulting in one tyre bursting; no injuries. Re-
entered service 06Feb23 Note: later reports suggested that the aircraft had not received any engine
inspections for over 3 years

Thai Lion flight SL810 was descending at through FL300 when a Cabin Altitude Warning signal was
triggered. The pilots followed the Quick Reference Handbook (QRH) procedures by donning emergency
oxygen masks. After deploying the passengers' oxygen masks, the pilots initiated an emergency descent
and safely landed the aircraft at Krabi Airport; no injuries

Nok Air flight DD522 touched the ground before landing on runway 09 at Phuket. The aircraft moved on
the runway with the right main landing gear off the runway and collided with the taxiway edge light B,
resulting in damages and to a runway edge light on the right. After that the pilot was able to control the
aircraft back onto the runway; no injuries

Note: CATC report the date as 22Nov22, but DD522 was operated by HS-DBS on that day

Crashed on landing at Sukhothai; no injuries

The engine failed after the fourth takeoff attempt, forcing the aircraft to land in Ban Thi Subdistrict,
Lamphun Province; no injuries

Substantially damaged when ran off the runway & nose gear collapsed on landing in heavy rain at Chiang
Rai whilst operating flight DD108; no injuries

Crashed into a tree in Thepha, Songkhla province during an emergency landing following engine failure
whilst en route from Senanarong military camp, Hat Yai to Sirindhorn camp, Pattani; 7 injured

Note: further damaged when the truck carrying it to Lopburi for inspection & possible repair was involved
in a traffic accident on Petchkasem Road in Phatthalung province 17Jly22

Thai aircraft involved in a near miss over Iran; no injuries

Thai Air Asia flight FD3342 was climbing after takeoff when the flight crew got an ECAM warning
"VENT SKIN VALVE FAULT" and the cabin altitude increased from 8,000 to 10,250 ft, during which
ECAM "CAB PR EXCESS CAB ALT" triggered. The flight returned to Bangkok, where it landed safely;
no injuries

Burst tyre on landing at Ubon Ratchathani

Druk Air flight KB151 returned to land at Suvarnabhumi due to an engine no. 2 (CFM56-5B7) fire
warning. After landing, the inspection found trace of fire, damage and fuel leakage in the area adjacent to
Variable Stator Vane (VSV) actuator; no injuries

The aircraft landed on runway 21L rather than the cleared runway 21R at Don Mueang not designated for
use; no injuries

The aircraft's front landing gear folded during landing at Sakon Nakhon Airport, followed by the aircraft
sliding off the runway to the left

Burst tyre in right main gear on landing at Bangalore whilst operating flight TG325; returned to
Suvarnabhumi 28 Apr22; no injuries. Re-entered service 01May22

En route Bangkok to Hat Yai, operating VZ320, the pilot noticed smoke cockpit's floor ventilation collector
grid while climbing past 4,000 feet after take-off from Suvarnabhumi. The aircraft returned the aircraft to
Suvarnabhumi, both pilots using their oxygen masks during the landing

Crashed on landing at Border Patrol Police 21 in Muang district, Surin province; 6 slightly injured (Pol.
Maj. Gen. Khirisak Tantinawachai, Pol. Col. Thammanoon Chimwong, Pol. Capt. Natthawut Summat, 2
pilots & 1 mechanic)

Crashed during a training mission in Chaiyaphum province; pilot ejected safely

Fell out of a formation of 10 aircraft and crashed following possible engine failure near Nakhon Sawan
airfield; 2 killed (instructor Panpong Banjongchang and student Chanakorn Piamcharoen)

Crashed into a field in Chai Badan district, Lopburi province following bird strike whilst taking part in the
Tactical Air Operations Competition; 1 injured (pilot, Wing Cdr. Suthimet Ouamdee)

Force landed following engine failure near Wat Saphan, Samut Sakhon, 1km from Best Ocean Airpark;
only minor injuries

Wing, propeller & landing gear damaged when hit jogger on landing at Lamphun 280ct21; 1 jogger killed
Whilst taxying out at Chennai the aircraft was instructed to hold at the holding point for runway 25 on
taxiway J, but the aircraft entered taxiway C and crossed the holding point point runway 25 which led to

runway; no injuries

En route over Thailand a cabin altitude warning occurred, requiring the flight crew to follow non- normal
checklist which included an emergency use of oxygen; no injuries

An account from Gary Craig, who was the Navigator, with my thanks:-

“We took off from Takhli, AB Thailand about 0500 to perform post-strike refuelling for fighters from
Udorn who were bombing in the "Plain of Jars" in Laos. We were not scheduled to fly that morning, but
were awakened when both the primary and backup aircraft experienced engine fires and aborted their
mission. We climbed to about 8,000 feet and experienced several mechanical problems including multiple
engine fires. The fire retardant did not extinguish the fires and we bailed out at approximately 086 Radial/
32 nm from Takhli. The aircraft continued on autopilot and unfortunately crashed into a small village NW
of Takhli, killing all of the residents (17) of the village with the exception of the Chief who had just left,
but witnessed the crash.

1 was taken prisoner by a group of primitive villagers wearing loin cloths and living in grass huts. They
had spears and blow guns. [ was greatly outnumbered, so I tried to befriend them by giving them gifts of
everything I had on me. It seemed to work.

In a couple of hours, a rescue helicopter dropped down and I took off running, dove into the open door
and off we went. I didn't look back to see if they were throwing spears at me. I then directed the chopper
to pick up the five other crew members who were dispersed in the jungle. Everyone was okay and when we
landed, we celebrated hardily.

Just before midnight on 060ct44, 16 Liberators from 159 Sqdn took off for a low level raid on the railway
just N of Bangkok. They were joined by 8 more from 355 and 356 Sqdns. As they arrived just after dawn
on 070ct44, they were attacked by Ki-43 fighters from the Japanese 50th and 64th Sentai. The Japanese
made two claims, one by Sgt A. Kato and a second one by Cpls Yamaguchi, Ikeda, R. Yamamoto and W.
Niwa. According to Kato the bomber he was firing at suddenly swerved and hit a second one, both going
down; both Liberator crews killed (Pilots Wt Offs L.A. Barr and J. McKinnon).
